1.0 Apologies for Absence
There were apologies received from Cllrs Cavanagh, Duerdon, and Prescott.

2.0 Declaration of Interest
No declarations of interest declared.

3.0 Minutes of the Previous Meeting and Matters Arising
3.1 The minutes of the meeting held on 2 October 2023 were approved.
3.2 Matters Arising
Widening of Larkhill Lane – Cllr Irving questioned why the National Trust are going to the trouble of layering the hedge if they are going to widen the road. It was not known whether the proposed widening of the road has been approved, but the work on the hedgerow was planned and has proceeded. 

4.0 Environment Projects
4.1 Alleyway Project Update
Cllr Richards provided an update on the Alleyways Project
1. Heritage Alley - The Heritage Centre is now open and “Heritage” Alley was decorated for that event.
2. Musical Alley – the building owners have now approved the scheme, and this will be completed in the next couple of months.
It was noted that on mischief night, the picture of the boy Viking was stolen, and it was later reported being in the bus shelter. Post meeting note the picture has been safely returned thanks to the Formby Circular bus drivers. 
4.2 Platinum Jubilee Park Sign
The Clerk reported that the sign would fall under the advert regulations. This allows a sign to be displayed for the purpose of identification with respect to land which it is displayed. The limitations to this is that it has to be displayed on the land, the advert cannot exceed 0.3 sq. m in area (this is the signboard on top of the posts), no character or symbol on the advert can be more than 0.75m in height and the advert cannot be more than 4.6m above ground level. 
Members agreed that if planning will not allow a bigger sign, then to obtain quotes based on the regulations for advertising ownership of land. Cllr Haygarth suggested that the sign should be at eye level for readability and on the right-hand side as you enter the park. It was noted that the average person’s height is 5ft 4” and this should be the height to centre of the board. The Clerk will obtain quotes. 
4.3 Platinum Jubilee Park Survey
It was agreed to hold a separate meeting to discuss the park rules and ask for police input on what rules to include.
4.4 Duke Street Park
It was reported that a further meeting will be held with the police, Green Sefton, Ward Cllrs, and Parish Council representatives. Awaiting dates for meeting.
4.5 Viking Statue
The Clerk reported that the companies contacted are unable to provide a quote for the transporting of the Viking Sculpture and the installation of the concrete plinth. Cllr Haygarth agreed to make some enquiries and report back. 

5.0 Village Environment
5.1 Tree Planting schedule Feb/March 2024
The Clerk shared the planting list so far for the trees. Members discussed the newer trees within the community that are dead and asked whether they will be replaced. The Clerk asked for a list of the trees in question so that this can be sent to Sefton Council. It was agreed that we should keep our own spreadsheet for the location of new trees that we are funding.

6.0 Environment Budget
Expenditure to date is £4550.
Tree planting £10,715

7.0 Rights of Way
7.1 Savon Hook to Lunt’s Lane
Lunt’s Lane is a public right of way that cuts through the middle of the new housing estate. There is a hole in the hedge on Savon Hook, which has been there a long time and been used by residents to access Lunt’s Lane right of way. Complaints have been received both for and against this access, which had been blocked off by the developer and now other holes in the hedge have been created. It was agreed that the Clerk would speak to the Rights of Way Officer to determine what has been approved for access from the new development site. 
7.2 Way No.6 Southport Old Road
Cllrs Weild and D Baxter went to investigate and are not in favour of removing the right of way to push people onto the bypass cycle track. A report has been sent to the Rights of Way Officer. The Clerk will follow this up to find out what action the Rights of Way Officer has taken to stop the path being blocked. 

8.0 Any Other Business
8.1 Members discussed the quote to replace the small hedge in the library garden, as the box hedge has died. It was agreed that the quote of £417.40 plus vat was acceptable and this would be recommended to the next Parish Council meeting. 
8.2 Cllr Richards reported that she has received complaints about tree removals and had questioned this with Sefton to be informed that this included twenty-five trees and formed part of a woodland management plan which had been previously approved. 
8.3 Alt Road Park fencing
Cllr Wield reported that there is insecure fencing for young children in the Alt Road playpark. Members noted that S106 money has been paid by the developer to improve the playpark. The Clerk will ask Green Sefton what the plans are for the park and ask for clarification when the park improvement will be made.

It was agreed to make a recommendation for an amount of £2000 to the next council meeting.

6.0 Environment 
It was noted that the Environment Group are recommending a quote of £417.40 plus vat for a replacement hedge.

7.0 Projects and Planned Expenditure
7.1 Christmas Hampers
It was noted that we are liaising with the schools to identify the number of qualifying families. It was agreed to enquire if the Ravenmeols Community Centre is available on Monday 18 – Tuesday 19 December. It was agreed to order boxes for the hampers. 
7.2 Newsletter
Members are asked to consider news items for inclusion in the next newsletter. It was suggested to include the nomination form for Pride of Formby in the Newsletter.
7.3 Pride of Formby – 2024
It was agreed to look at the timetable for the Pride of Formby and to suggest possible dates for this to be held.

8.0 Planning/Legal Issues
8.1 Shorrocks Hill application.
It was noted that a further application has been made for Shorrocks Hill and members agreed to resubmit the previous objection as the points made are still relevant.

9.0 Any Other Business
