1.0 Apologies for Absence
There were apologies received from Cllrs Bennett and Prescott.

2.0 Declaration of Interest
Cllr Richards declared an interest in Rights of Way

3.0 Minutes of the Previous Meeting and Matters Arising
3.1 The minutes of the meeting held on 6 November 2023 were approved.

4.0 Environment Projects
4.1 Platinum Jubilee Park 
It was noted that following the storms some of the trees had lost their ties and were leaning. Cllr Iving had attended and renewed the ties. The contractor has since straightened the trees and re-healed them. The contractor has advised that the corner of the flower bed nearest the entrance has suffered with bark loss and loss of some underplanting, possibly from dogs scratching away at this first corner when entering the park. The Clerk has asked for a quote for replacement bark and additional underplanting to protect the corner. Cllr Wield suggested adding a deflection rail on the corner and he will provide some details for this. 
4.2 Platinum Jubilee Park Survey
Members agreed to meet to review the survey on Tuesday 16th January at 10.30am.
4.3 Duke Street Park
It was noted that the Parish Council have approved an earmarked reserve of £10,000 as a contribution towards new park railings. Cllr Richards will ask the Neighbourhoods Officer to arrange a meeting of the Ward Cllrs, Green Sefton, and the Parish Council representatives to discuss this further. It was agreed that a bid should be made to the transition fund to support the work to improve the safety of residents using the park and reduce ASB. 
4.4 Viking Statue
Cllr Haygarth reported that a concrete plinth is an expensive option and that aggregate, and boulders would look more natural. This could be secured using fixed wires with reinforced steel. The Clerk will contact the Pool Trust manager to ask if they have received confirmation of approval for the statue to be located here. 


5.0 Village Environment
5.1 Tree Planting 
It was reported that there are trees on Kings Road that are dead and need replacing. Cllr Richards reported that the trees on Kirklake Road are being replaced under warranty.
5.2 Railings
Members noted that Lux37 street furniture is being locked to the railings and community board. The chain has removed paint from the railings. It was suggested that the use of polythene tube around the chain would minimise the effect of damaging the railings.
It was agreed to enquire whether they are allowed to leave street furniture out at night and whether they have planning permission for this, before contacting the owner. 

6.0 Environment Budget
Expenditure to date is £10,915. The Clerk advised that the year-end forecast is £15,500. Members discussed the budget requirement for next year and noted that contractors have advised that there will be an increase in costs. It was agreed to recommend a budget of £17,500 for 2024/5. 
Tree planting expenditure to date is £10,915. 

7.0 Rights of Way
7.1 Footpath No.6
It was agreed to write to the Rights of Way Officer and complain that the path is still blocked.
7.2 Marsh Brows – planning application. It was noted that there had been a right of way through to the station car park, but that it was blocked off many years ago. 

8.0 Any Other Business
8.1 Employment site – it was noted that the advertising boards have already been erected and it was agreed to clarify with the enforcement officer whether permission has been granted as the planning application was not retrospective.
8.2 Freshfield Station shops – it was reported by Cllr Mercer that more people are parking on the pavement in front of the shops, making it difficult for pedestrians to get passed, residents with pushchairs and wheelchairs have been seen using the road to get passed the parked vehicles. It was noted that this is a police matter, but that installing bollards may provide a solution. It was agreed to contact Sefton Highways and clarify whether the owners have any parking rights on the pavement. 
8.3 Flags
Cllr Weild will put up the new flags.
8.4 Morris Homes, Liverpool Road Site
A resident has reported that Morris Homes have cut down trees at the back of LA Fitness and is asking if this is on the approved planning consent. 
8.5 It was reported that someone has erected a temporary shelter at the bunker on the right-hand side over the roundabout at Liverpool Road.

1.0 Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies received. 

2.0 Declaration of Interest

3.0 Minutes of the Previous Meeting 
The minutes of the meeting held on 8 November 2023 were approved.

4.0 Financial Matters
4.1 Budget Monitoring and risk assessment
Members noted the expenditure to date and the forecast spend to the year end. 
4.2 Financial Controls
Members noted the bank reconciliation to the 10 January 2024. 
4.3 Budget and Precept
The Chairman and Clerk presented the budget options for next year with a recommended budget based on the forecast spend to the end of this year. Members discussed the options and the effect of the interest rate on the spend this year and expected spend next year. A line-by-line review of each budget heading was done, and the Chairman and Clerk agreed to update the budget report for presentation to the next Council meeting.
Members discussed the precept options based on the anticipated tax base. Sefton Council will be discussing the tax base at their next meeting, and we will be made aware of the decision on the setting of the tax base on the 19th of January. The report will be sent out to members prior to the tax base being finalised and will include options for members to consider. 

5.0 Community Fund
5.1 No new applications have been received.

6.0 Environment 
Members noted that a quote has been requested for additional bark and underplanting to protect the corner of the flower bed at the Platinum Jubilee Park, as per the Environment minutes. 

7.0 Projects and Planned Expenditure
7.1 Christmas Lights Review
The Clerk reported on the expenditure for this year and noted that next year additional security will be needed earlier on in the day for the setting up of the Switch on event. It was also noted that someone had cut branches of the lower part of the Christmas tree causing it to lean to one side. Our contractor had to attend the tree several times over the period and insert stakes to help counteract the lean. Also, when they went to remove the tree, someone had vandalised the tree lights breaking them so these will need to be replaced next year. 

7.2 Newsletter
Members discussed publishing the next newsletter in March/April. Items for the newsletter should be sent to Cllr Baxter. 

7.3 Pride of Formby – 2024
The Clerk advised that the timetable for the event was dependant on the timing of the publication of the newsletter as this will include the summary of the categories for people to nominate and vote for their local hero. If the newsletter is published in March, then the event could be held in June.
