1.0 Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies received.

2.0 Declarations of Interest
Cllr Cavanagh declared an interest in item 4.2.

3.0 Minutes of the Previous Meeting and Matters Arising
3.1 The minutes of the meeting held 2 September 2024 were approved.

4.0 Environment Projects
4.1 Platinum Jubilee Park
The Clerk reported that the sign has been erected in the park.
There are 7 new tree ties required for trees in the park. Ragwort weed needs to be removed before it drops its seed. Some saplings need to be removed from the edges of the park. Cllr Appleton has some young trees to be planted in the park and will speak with the contractor to arrange planting.
4.2 Duke Street Park
An email has been received from Sefton regarding the proposed fencing around Duke Street. The proposal has been declined. It was reported that the fence line would have to be set back from the trees and hedgerow to enable maintenance of the hedgerow and trees would have to be removed to install it. It was also reported that Green Sefton would only allow a 4ft rather than 6ft fence as requested. It was felt that the fence wouldn’t really deter antisocial behaviour. The removal of the mounds around the old toilet block will proceed as planned and Green Sefton will fill in the gaps in the hawthorn hedge. 
The park was gifted to the people of Formby 90 years ago. It is proposed that over the next 10 years, the Parish Council are asked to undertake a joint project with the Ward Cllrs to improve the park in time for the 100th year anniversary. Further information is needed for this project. 
4.3 Viking Statue
The sculpture has been moved from the library to the sculpturer for repair and renovation. There is some dramatic deterioration on the base of the sculpture. Around 1ft of the base will need to be removed and some repairs made around the rest of the sculpture. The Clerk has written to Sefton Council communities’ officer to find out if they had planning permission for the sculpture or if it is required to site the sculpture in the grounds of Formby Pool.
4.4 Professional Development Centre, Park Road
No further information was available.
4.5 Pelican crossings/traffic calming measures
The results of the survey have been received. Sefton looked at the feasibility of various crossings and they are looking further into the crossing from Chapel Lane across Elbow Lane. The other crossings around Formby are not being investigated further.
4.6 Roundabout by Formby Station
Members discussed whether the roundabout could be redeveloped to something that is low maintenance. It was decided that as the roundabout has now been added onto Sefton’s highway maintenance rota that we will wait and see if this is properly maintained in the future. 

5.0 Village Environment
5.1 Memorial Garden
The community gardening group have been to tidy up the gardens and prune the overhanging trees. Cllr Cavanagh has contacted Sefton to remove 3 dead trees in the garden and to clean the memorial which has green algae growing on it. 
5.2 Montague Road Gate
The lock is now on the gate and everyone who needs a key has a key. A sign is to be installed. 
5.3 Jimmy Lowe Statue
Cllr Irving and Cllr Weild will be attending the next National Trust Stakeholder meeting. The statue is in the National Trust workshop.
5.4 Stocks and Cross at St Luke’s Church 
No further updates on this item. Cllr Cavanagh will make enquiries with Sefton Council.

6.0 Environment Budget
Expenditure to date for maintenance is £5,617.57.
Tree planting expenditure to date is £9,960.60.

7.0 Rights of Way
7.1 Footpath No. 6
It was reported that there is no improvement work to date. It was noted that the rights of way officer has spoken with the landowner and informed them of their responsibilities. The Clerk and Cllr Cavanagh will enquire with the rights of way officer if a date has been set to clear the overgrown path. 
7.2 The ditch on Long Lane has not yet been cleared. It was reported earlier in the year that trees and bushes were dumped in the ditch, following work to install a new fence and does not let the water flow freely. Cllr Cavanagh will look into this item.

1.0 Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies received.

2.0 Declarations of Interest
There were no declarations of interest declared.

3.0 Minutes of the Previous Meeting 
3.1 The minutes of the meeting held 4 September 2024 were approved.

4.0 Financial Matters
4.1 Budget Monitoring and risk assessment
Members discussed the current budget forecast. We still have a healthy budget for projects. Expenditure is as we would expect for this time of year.
4.2 Financial Controls
The Clerk detailed the expenditure for the Pride of Formby event and the Christmas Lights Switch on event. It was noted that these are within the budgets set. 
4.3 Office Lease
The lease has been finalised and we have now started paying the new amount as required.

6.0 Environment Budget
The Clerk reported that the budget expenditure as is expected at this time. 

7.0 Projects and Planned Expenditure
7.1 Newsletter
The newsletter is almost complete. There is a small section of the newsletter left to fill which we can use to introduce the 5 new Councillors. If anyone has anything else, please send the information to Cllr Baxter. 

7.2 Pride of Formby
Members discussed changing the awards to every 2 years. Cllrs expressed thanks to Cllr Bennett for all her hard work on the Pride of Formby.
7.3 Duke Street Park Railings
After a lengthy discussion at the Environment meeting, members discussed putting forward a proposal to the Council to fund the railings project. A consultation will need to be put forward to the people of Formby. 
7.4 Traffic calming measures – Sefton report
Highways are recommending a zebra crossings from Chapel Lane across Elbow Lane. 
7.5 Christmas Tree – cost increase
The cost of the tree has gone up more than anticipated. The supplier has added on a cost of £180 for delivering, removing and recycling the Christmas tree. The Clerk has discussed this with other parishes and Sefton Communities Officer who have reported similar cost increases. Total cost £1260 plus vat, an extra £221 over the estimated cost. Members agreed to the increased cost.
7.6 Christmas Lights Switch on Event
The next event in the calendar is the Switch on Event on Thursday 21st November. Cllr volunteers are needed to help from midday to 8pm. 

8.0 Planning/Legal Issues
8.1 There were no planning items with a financial impact.

9.0 Any Other Business
9.1 Heritage Centre
The Civic society and Imagine Formby opened the Heritage Centre above Woodwards, but they have now been told that the centre may have to close in January and are looking for alternative premises. 
9.2 Formby Lifeboat Festival 2026 
A 3-day event will be held 19-21st June 2026 to celebrate 250 years of the first Lifeboat Station in the world. The Civic Society are asking for a couple of members of the Parish Council to join a steering group to help organise the event.
9.3 Christmas Hampers
The process has begun with the schools to identify how many hampers are required this year.
