All pages were tested at https://wave.webaim.org/. This website was used to disable stylesheets and checked for text colour contrast. All pages still functioned properly when the stylesheet was disabled. The colour contrast for all pages was 8.59:1, a minimum of 4.5:1 is required.

2. Images, video and audio content

Check any video or audio content is properly described: We do not have any video or audio content.

Check for images containing text: There are a few images on the website in the Rights of Way articles that contain maps and text on them. These images are all described in the text above and therefore comply with the guidelines.

3. Interactive tools and transactions
Contact form
Check form fields are marked up appropriately: all marked up correctly
Check it’s clear what information users need to provide: the box describes what information is required by the user.
Check form elements are consistent across your website: forms are consistent across the site.
Check users get a warning before they’re timed out: the forms do not have a time out setting.
Check that any error messages are helpful: all error messages inform the user what information is required if an error occurs.
Check users can review their answers before submitting a form: all information is displayed on the screen so a user can review before submitting.
Check that form elements behave as expected: forms behave as expected.

4. PDFs and other documents

The documents on the Neighbourhood Plan page are in pdf format. We are currently working on converting them to other accessible formats. 

Check the documents have meaningful titles: All document titles make it clear what the document is.
Check for headings: all headings are styled using H1 etc under the Microsoft Word style gallery.
Check the documents convey instructions in an accessible way: any instructions in the documents have been written in an accessible way.
Check that any link text makes sense: N/A
Check that any images, charts and tables have a description: any tables that appear in the minutes documents are presented in readable format.

5. Technology
Tests were performed for a few of the sample pages on a computer, tablet, and a mobile device to check that the website is useable on these types of devices.
Pages that were checked are: Home, Contact, Privacy Notice, The Work We Do and Minutes 19 January 2026.
Check the page orientation: changes as it should from portrait to landscape and fills the page properly. (tablet and mobile)
Check you can navigate using just one finger: can navigate with one finger, can highlight words/sections by holding your finger on the words. You can’t zoom in and out of the page by double-tapping the screen but you can by pinching the screen. (tablet and mobile)
Check you’re not relying on complex motions: N/A our website does not require the user to shake/tilt the device to complete actions.
Navigating just using a keyboard: You can navigate with just using a keyboard, using ‘Tab’, ‘Enter’ and ‘Esc’ keys. (computer)
Check you can tell where you are on the page: while navigating the page using the tab keys, there is an orange dotted line surrounding the text/box showing where you are on the page. (computer)
Check the order makes sense when tabbing: the tabbing order makes sense. (computer)
Check nothing unexpected happens when tabbing through a page: nothing unexpected happens. (computer)
Check you do not get stuck when navigating through content: I have not got stuck while navigating the website using the keyboard. (computer)
Check forms are still useable without a mouse: the forms are usable without a mouse.
Check users can skip to the main content on a page: the ‘skip to content’ button appears on the page when you start tabbing. (computer)
Checking content is useable when zoomed in or magnified: content is still useable when zoomed in up to 300% on a pc. (computer)
Checking content is useable when you enlarge the text: content still performs when text is enlarged. (computer)
Checking how the page behaves when users zoom in: the content resizes and restructures when zoomed in up to 500%. The user only needs to scroll up and down the page, not side to side. (computer)

Colour contrast:
Check for text contrast: text contrast meets requirements.
Check any buttons and navigational elements: contrast ratio meets requirements.
Pop-ups and interactive or flashing content
Check that users can disable animated or moving content: N/A
Check for content that plays automatically: N/A
Check whether there’s an alternative for people who cannot see maps: we don’t have a map on the website. 
Search and other forms of navigation
Check there are multiple ways to navigate your website: users can use the search bar or the menu to navigate around the website.
Check your navigation behaves consistently: the search bar and breadcrumb trail behave as it should.
Check links do not trigger on the down-press of a mouse: the links only trigger on the release of the mouse and not on the down-press on the mouse. All links are performing as they should.
